Directions and Parking Information

Directions to Discovery Park from campus: 

UNT’s Discovery Park (NTDP) is only 4.5 miles north of campus. From the center of campus, travel west on Oak Street, turning north onto Bonnie Brae. Follow Bonnie Brae north until it dead-ends. From there travel east on U.S. 77. Discovery Park will be on your left. After passing the guard booth, turn left and take the park loop to the far west side of the building to park in the lot closest to the front doors.
Directions to Discovery Park from I-35E: 

Take the Loop 288 exit (Exit 470) and move into the right lane.  Turn right onto Loop 288 remain in the same lane, which will exit shortly and bring you to a stop sign.  Turn right onto U.S. 77 (Elm) and Discovery Park will be on your left. After passing the guard booth, turn left and take the park loop to the far west side of the building to park in the lot closest to the front doors.
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Parking Information:

Park at the front of the building (no parking fee on Saturday) and follow the signs within to Lecture room B185.
